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John Gosbee, MD, MS is a Human Factors Engineering (HFE) and Healthcare Specialist.  At University of Michigan Health System (UMHS) he leads the patient safety baseline assessment project for all incoming UMHS residents.  Additionally, he provides human factors engineering consulting to medical industry and regulatory organizations.  He uses medical simulation to enable the patient safety assessment (across four stations), and for medical device safety analysis (i.e., usability testing).  Dr. Gosbee also provides faculty development on patient safety to instructors, raters, and residents (teach the teachers).  He has led development and teaches patient safety sessions for medical students (all 4 years) and many residencies (e.g., orthopedic surgery, internal medicine, pediatrics, OB-GYN). Dr. Gosbee has received the “Cheers Award” for advancing medical device design in medication safety from ISMP (2005); and “Career Achievement Award” in medical device design from AAMI (2002).  He recently edited and co-wrote the 2nd edition to “Using Human Factors Engineering to Improve Patient Safety.”  He is board certified in Preventive Medicine – Aerospace Medicine.
