Overview of Activities: 

Students will need to sign up by the Friday 2 weeks prior to the event. Each event is limited to a maximum of 15 students. 

On the day of the event: 
· Some students will work together to provide patient education on the topic of the month. Presentation formats may include a slide show, Jeopardy game, skits, etc. Presentations will be 15-20 minutes followed by a question and answer period.  

· Post presentation students will work in the common areas. Activities include 3 stations:

1. Blood pressure measurement 

2. Interview of patient experience with the condition (for example “living with diabetes”)

3. Screenings relevant to disease topic (ex. “Get up and Go” assessment AND home safety discussions at falls presentation)

The participating students from a Learning Community will select the activities that will be conducted on a given date relevant to the assigned topic of the month.
